Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 12:25pm

Location: Building 13, Room 114

Attendance:  43 members 

II. Reports: Meeting minutes were not available from the September 17, 2008 meeting. 

Treasurer’s Report:  Current balance $ 6115.38.  Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report unanimously approved.

President’s Report:  Budget cuts $1.2 million.  In order to balance the budget the President will propose the following to the Board of Trustees:

· Tuition waivers----all tuition waivers come out of the state budget

· Some money in the bookstore account transferred to college account

· Increase in enrollments = increase in credits sold

· The college’s reserve fund

· Foundation to pick up some of the college operating costs

· Vacant positions will not be filled for the balance of the budget year

· Line item cuts to the operating budget

The President has no plans for layoffs or retrenchment nor plans to increase tuition or fees for the Spring 2009 semester.  If the college faces more cuts in January 2009, remaining reserves will be used.  Pay raises to non-unit professionals will continue, as will necessary college projects.

· Professional staff vacation and sick leave—no individual will have to pay back money.  If a person is short on sick leave or vacation time—can work with HR to pay back the college the hours that are owed.

· Campus closings: New agreement along with AFSCME about college closings for holidays (Thanksgiving and Christmas). 

· UPPC Election (Unit Professional Practice Committee) A professional staff member is needed to be on this committee.  Let Rob know before November 21st.  This committee decides on faculty and staff tenure applications, reviews files, recommendations and evaluations of Dean or Director.  The committee meets late December-early March.

· Grievances:

1.) A child was denied a tuition waiver for day school because the child was not considered a “dependent” by IRS standards.

2.) Classroom and equipment space going to an outside entity.

Board of Director Report:  

· Vote “NO” on Question One discussions in classrooms.  Some classes are more conducive to discussion than others—faculty are being asked to stay within the guidelines of the Office of Political Campaigns.

· Day bargaining team has been voted on and will send out a survey at the end of November.
